(solitary) Fruit is 2/4” to 1 %" in diameter.

Leaves: Ovate-elliptical, long-pointed leaves with shiny dark green above and
whitish-green below (can be hairy or not). Turns gold in Fall.

Habitat: Full sun, well watered first few years. Moist soils to dry uplands
